Minutes:  The minutes of the March 24, 2017 Executive Committee were deemed approved.
Contribution to Memorial Fund for John Graham:  

Mr. Stevens reported that Mr. John Graham, a member of the Aviation Council of Pennsylvania, was tragically killed in an aircraft accident on April 12th.   Mr. Edwards would like to contribute to his memorial fund and recommended a $1,000 contribution to the fund on behalf of the Airport Authority.  The committee agreed.  No Board action is necessary.  
Financials & Dashboard:
Mr. Peiffer reported that year-to-date Total Operating Revenues are 4% better than budget, or $266,000 better.  Parking Revenues are up 3.2% year–to-date, or $62,000.  Total Operating Expenses are 5.5% better than budget year-to-date, or $235,000.  Contracted Repairs are higher than expected by $36,000 because the High Mast Lighting project was not in the budget.  Total Income is $364,693.   On the Sales and Revenue Summary Report, Total Food/Gift Gross Sales are up 13.83% year-to-date.  Total Car Rental Sales are up 11.64% year-to-date.   CFC days are up 1.77% year-to-date.  On the Fuel Flowage report there is an error.  The year-to-date gallons should 2,261,644 for HIA, and 84,582 for CXY. This will be corrected for the Board meeting.  The reason there is 100,000 gallons less in March is because Trans States Airlines’ activity has been curtailed, and they are not flying as often.  On the Accounts Receivable Trade report, SARAA received $335,000 on April 6th from Delta and their balance is now $3,132.  Cargill and Chambersburg Skydiving Center continues to make payments.
Direct Purchase Bonds RFP:  Mr. Peiffer reported that the RFP went out to over 250 recipients, including national, regional and local banks.  The five evaluators will be Mr. Peiffer, Mr. Dailey,  Ms. Angelo, Mr. Gross and Chief Miller.  Recommendations will be presented at the May Executive Committee meeting.
2016 Audit Report:

Mr. Wittgren reported that BKD issued a clean, unmodified financial audit opinion for fiscal year 2016. He said there were no compliance issues to note on the government auditing standards, report, the single audit report or the PFC report.  Total asset decreased $6.4 million.  Total liabilities decreased $4.8 million, primarily the result of making principal payments on long-term debt.  Income from operations before depreciation expense was $10.5 million for the year ended December 31, 2016.  The total change in net position was $1.6 million.  There was one audit adjustment proposed regarding recording the prior period impact of contributions from lessees, which are substantially noncash/nonoperating transactions.  
Resolutions/Animals on Airport Property:
Mr. Stevens reported that there was a complaint from a passenger regarding a comfort animal in the terminal that was not leashed.  SARAA does not have a policy in place that would allow action to be taken.  Therefore, staff asked Mr. Winfield to draft a Resolution establishing a policy governing pets and animals on airport property for adoption by the Board.  
There were no objections to forwarding this item to the full Board for approval as a Consent Calendar item.
